OPERATING INSTRUCTION

INSTALLATION

Input 2 alkaline 1.5V AA batteries to the battery compartrbgrite right polarity (making sure that the telephone is
not connected to the telephone line)

Connect the telephone to the local phone network with the [stiatigpne cord;

Connect the handset and base with coiled cord.

Adjust the ringer Hi/Low switch according to your preference.

To wall mount the unit, use 2 wall screws as per the distamd¢beoback of the telephone and fix the unit. On the
base remove the small plastic hook next to the hook swdtdterit, and insert it again. This will allow the handset t
remain fixed to the base in wall mount position.

The batteries are necessary for all the LCD display functiondaarttie Pulse dialing. Without batteries the basic



telephone services of receiving calls and dialing in DTMF are gigs@n

STANDBY LCD

In standby mode the LCD , with charged batteries, will shoment time and date.

MAKING CALLS

1. Pick up the handset (or use the predial function)

2. When hearing the dialing tone, dial the desired number.
3. After finished, return the handset to the base.

ANSWERING CALLS

The unit will ring when a call comes.

1. Pick up the handset and talk to the caller.

2. Atfter finished, return the handset to the base.

CALLER ID

To receive the caller ID message correctly, please pick up the haitisethe telephone rings twice. Caller 1D
service must be activated with the telephone service providedar ty work, please contact your local telephone
operator for detalils.

SETTING

a) Setting Date and Time

Date and time setting are automatic upon receiving an incomingwihll FSK caller ID function activated.
Otherwise follow these instructions:

1. In on-hook state press SET key,

2. The digits for “year” flash, press UP or DOWN key to adjstr;

3. Press SET key to confirm, then set Month, Day, Hour, aimdifé by the same method.
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Setting Local Area Code
After finished setting date and time, press SET key agaimfircoand set local area code;
LCD displays “0----" and “-" flash;
Press UP or DOWN key to set the first digit, then pré&SE &y to confirm and set the second digit.
After finished all the 5 digits, press DEL key to quit.
e.g.: The local area code is 0755, please set as “0755-".
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Adjust LCD Contrast
After finished setting local area code, press SET key to adjiBtcontrast.
LCD displays “LCD 8;
Press UP or DOWN key to adjust LCD contrast;
Press SET to confirm.
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d) P/T SWITCH
In on hook state, press and hold “* key for 3 secondscguchange the dialing mode, and the LCD will display the
dialing mode (T=Tone, P=Pulse).. For Pulse dialing #itehies are necessary.

Note: during the programming, if no key is pressed witth seconds, the telephone will go back to standby mode
and no new programming will be saved.



FLASH AND REDIAL

1. If busy tone is heard after dialing,

2. Press FLASH key then press RD key, the last number wiliddeddout.
3. Or replace the handset, pick up the handset again and pré&ds ies.

INSERTING A PAUSE
This can be necessary if the telephone is connected to a PABXspeital services:
1. During the dialing press the redial key, the display wdicate a P.

CHECK, CALL BACK AND DELETE INCOMING CALLS

1. Press UP or DOWN key to check incoming calls.

2. Pick up the handset; the number displayed will be dialed out.

3. Press DEL key, the number displayed will be deleted. PrEsskBy for 3 second, all the incoming message will
be erased.

CHECK, RE-CALL AND DELETE OUTGOING CALLS

1. In on-hook state, press OUT key you may check the latesitg6iog calls and conversation time.

2. Pick up the handset; the number displayed will be dialed out.

3. Press DEL key, the number displayed will be deleted. PrEsskBy for 3 second, all the outgoing message will
be erased.

PRE-DIALING

To operate this function, the batteries are necessary.

1. In on-hook state.

2. Input the desired number (you can press DEL key to deletagheigit).
3. Pick up the handset the number will be dialed out.



TROUBLESHOOTING

Symptom Remedy
No dial tone Check the line connection
No caller id Check the battery level and battery polar
